As you might notice, the gender difference in ordinal numbers follows this rule:

If male, add the “i” particle in the beginning and add “ti” in the end. If there happens to be an “&€” at the

end, omit it.

Njézet (twenty) — / njézeti (the twentieth) *since there is a “t” at the end if “njézet”, the “t”

in “ti” is not repeated. Same goes for all others that contain the “t” as a penultimate.

Pesé (five) — / pesti (the fifth) Notice how the “&” is omitted.

If female, add the “e” particle in the beginning and add “ta” in the end. Same goes with the omission of the

nén

Dyzet (forty) — E dyzeta (the fortieth), 7ridhjeté (thirty) — E tridhjeta (the thirtieth)

“1” is an exceptions.

These rules are used when the nouns used are definitive

When used with nouns in the indefinite class, all rules apply except:

For both male and female numbers, the suffix instead of being “ti” and “ta”, is “t€”.

Dy (two) — //E adyté (second)

Most numbers remain the same they originally end with “t&”, eg. Njémbédhjeté, tridhjeté e teté.

First and fourth are an exception: First is “paré” and fourth is “katért” (without the “€”)
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
